A few reminders that | would like to share to help everyone get in and out quickly:

e Please have students enter and exit your vehicle on the passenger side of your
vehicle. The drop off lane is extremely effective and the safety of your student is
our priority. By doing this, we can ensure that students are not in zones of traffic
and are not in harm's way.
